Why paragraph beginnings matter and how to write them
Independent paragraphs and paragraphs that continue the main idea
The way you start your paragraphs shows the reader if this paragraph starts a completely new topic or continues from a previous paragraph.
Let's look at these examples from "Talent management: A critical review" (Lewis & Heckman). These are all first sentences of paragraphs which go in order. 
1. What is talent management?
(1) It is difficult to identify the precise meaning of talent management. ... This is clearly an independent paragraph, it is the first one to start the topic. It will probably continue by explaining the meaning of talent management.
(2) Beyond the confusion of definitions, we believe this is a problem. ...  . 
(3) Despite this bad start, we delved further... Again, this paragraph is connected to the one above - "this bad start" makes us go back and read about 
(4) Managing talent, for these authors, requires... 
All 3 paragraphs above are not independent. They have "this" or "these", which shows links to previous paragraphs. 
 

TIP:  If your paragraph develops ideas from previous paragraphs, refer to things mentioned in previous paragraphs like in the sentences above, for example:
 Paragraph 1: you describe a classification.
Paragraph two: start with "This classification ... "
 

How to start paragraphs
Here are some ideas for starting paragraphs:
· start with the subject of the sentence: "Many restaurant chains have turned to descriptive menu labels" (Wansink et al) - the most common start for independent paragraphs
· start with a time or place phrase: Recently; In the last 20 years; Over the course of a year,  In developed countries etc
· start with a question: Do these anecdotes about the "discovery" of burnout indicate that the phenomenon didn't exist before? Of course not. For instance <...> (Maslach&Schaufeli)
· Start with a linking word (In addition, on the other hand, unfortunately, however, yet, therefore, thus, hence, although)
· Start with a participle (причастие), for example "given" (при условии; так как мы имеем; исходя из): "Given these facts, we have found the problem of knowledge-worker performance <...> too sweet to ignore" (Davenport et al), "following" : "Following our review of research, we formulated a hypothethis" (Davenport et al).
· Start with an infinitive: "To answer this question, we must first take a closer look at various definitions of burnout" (Maslach&Schaufeli)
· Use a phrase for listing or ordering: Next, we...;  The second aspect of ... is ... 
· Start with a clause: If..., ... . When ..., ... .

How to use "the former" and "the latter"
"The former" and "the latter" are useful words when you are listing something or describing a classification.
 

They are used exactly like the Russian "первый" и "последний" (из двух):
I teach both IELTS and TOEFL. The former is a British and Australian exam, whereas the latter is American. 
 

Sometimes you can use "the latter" on its own, without using "the former" first. Here is an example from one of the articles: 
Our first conviction is that it is a mistake to lump all knowledge workers into one category. They vary in important ways: by the work processes they follow, by status and influence, and by differentiation of work environment. The latter is most interesting to us because it offers the best means of observing the interaction of organization, technology and workplace design.
 

Using "thus" and "however" in sentences

Using "however", "although", "while" and "yet"
All of the word are used when something is being contrasted. 
 

While and although are very similar. You usually use them at the beginning of the sentence which has two parts:
While/although I generally dislike watching sport, that day I was really enjoying the match.
While/ although  the process looks comparatively simple in theory, in practice it can be difficult to get right. 

Although can also be used between the 2 parts of the sentence:
 The process looks comparatively simple in theory, although  in practice it can be difficult to get right.
 

However introduces the second part of the contrast:

These textbooks are quite expensive. However, you can't avoid buying them for the course.
 

Yet is similar to "however". But if "however" corresponds to the Russian "однако", "yet" shows stronger contrast. It is more like Russian "и всё же", "тем не менее".
He was the most demanding professor she had ever had. Yet, he was the best one.

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Using "this" and "such"
https://app.schoology.com/course/397299301/materials/link/view/397300483
Are "this" and "such" the same?
No! Just like in Russian, "this" means "'этот" (именно этот, определённый, который упоминался). Such means "такой, подобный" (не обязательно именно этот).
Compare: 
The school opted to run more online courses instead of face-to-face. This decision (to run online courses)  led to more students expressing an interest in the classes.
The school opted to run more online courses instead of face-to-face.  Such decisions (decisions like this; decisions about making big changes)  always lead to debate among teachers.
